NARRATIVE OF THE STRUGGLE OF GOOD AND EVIL IN THE CONTEXT OF
THE PROBLEM OF "SACRED SPACE"

The article examines the phenomenon of "sacred space" in narratives. The emphasis is on
conditionally "children's" stories, which are designed to lay the foundations for the perception of
good and evil in the generation that is in the process of growing up and mastering cultural norms.

Outdated features of fairy tales — ageism, masculinity, xenophobia and tribalism form a
rejection of what is different from their value system, creating a protective dome over them by
declaring them sacred.

Anything can become sacred — one can remember how quickly "sacred values" emerged
(against the background of xenophobia and tribalism, with elements of masculinity and ageism), due
to political manipulation in Russia, when the Russian people were consistently instilled with the
thesis: "we agree to fight and die, because "our grandfathers fought in the war", "if the Russian-
speaking people are humiliated", "if someone is called a fascist, we will fight him", and in the end
everything he says is perceived as sacred their President Putin. Ageism with masculinism is
presented here in a very oriental version, which would be to the liking of Confucius — wise ancestors
should be valued more than consumables — descendants.

It is easiest to make a sacred value out of abstract ideas, such as the popular Russian phrase
"Brother 2": "Our strength is in truth" — or something so meaningless, but it can be the basis for the
perception of their features and sacredness of their culture. The highest concern is always “values
that are separated from everyday profane worries and protected from compromise; these are moral
concerns that have value far beyond practical benefits or self-interest” [Graham J. & Haidt J. 2012].

Characters or groups of people can also be sacralized — as happened to the same "grandfathers"
in Russia (partially transformed into "ancestral spirits", as evidenced by the new ritual of the
Immortal Regiment, which is very reminiscent of ancient shamanism). And just as something is
considered worthy of "protection above all else", so a vision of what needs to be protected is created:
it is a vision of evil. Evil is not just something useless, it is something that can somehow hurt and
harm what was considered sacred.

Usually, the excessive sacralization of one's values means that the idea of evil must have a face
in order to make it easier to identify the enemy. For example, Bandera became such an enemy for
Russia. Characteristically, they never found the "perfect face of the enemy" among the living, and so
revenge for the potential desecration of values committed by evil and the personifier of evil becomes
impossible, but the Russians, captive to their sacralization, seek revenge on Bandera. If they want to
go to the afterlife and find out about Bandera's relationship there, that would be a good strategy. But
we see that Russia's political elite is deliberately fueling these manipulations to harm Ukraine, and
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only the naive and gullible sections of Russia believe that Russia's sudden national awakening is
really behind all this sudden sacralization of space.

Solving this problem and abandoning the excessive sacralization of space, recognizing
tolerance of the ageism of tribalism, masculinism and xenophobia are possible only when you are
ready for dialogue, do not consider your point of view the only right one and are ready to listen to
your opponents. Or if you are destroyed, as happened with the Holy Roman Empire and as it always
happened with the empires (we are waiting for the turn of the Russian Empire). Because violence
breeds violence.
